Norfolk Sheriff Bellotti’s “Are You OK?” has made four “saves “since this January! Recently
on May 18, 2017 the program came to the rescue of an 83 year old senior from Wellesley
who was able to answer his daily phone call from Norfolk Sheriff Officer, Cheryl Bambery
and stated that he had fallen and needed help. Officer Bambery called Wellesley Police
Department who then dispatched an ambulance. Officer Bambery, stayed on the phone
with the gentleman until help arrived. We are happy to say he is in good health. "Thank
goodness he was enrolled in our '‘Are You OK?' program and we were able to get him the
help he needed, Many times, our program serves as a life line to seniors in need, who
otherwise would be on their own.” Said, Sheriff Michael Bellotti.

“Are You OK?” is fast, direct and easy. It's a daily check-up service for seniors. If a person
is enrolled in the program, they can designate a time between 6 a.m. and noon daily to
receive a phone call. If they are able to come to the phone and answer it, the check-up will
be complete. If they are sick or have fallen and can't get to the phone after receiving
multiple calls, then local public safety personnel will be alerted.

The “Are You OK?” program, one of the many services offered for free through TRIAD, has
continued to assist and protect Norfolk County seniors who are living independently on
their own. Thanks to a partnership with Fallon Ambulance, nearly 1,600 Norfolk County
seniors have participated in this program.
